
The Way it Works

· After you complete and send or fax in the biography sheet and Tulsa Public Schools Background Authorization Sheet, the professional information of every Community All-Star will be compiled and given to the GEAR UP teachers.
· GEAR UP teachers from the four schools (Webster, Central, Rogers, and TSST) will make a request for a Community All-Star they would like to have come to their class.  As a Community All-Star, you are being asked to participate in at least one classroom session per semester, but you are not limited to just one.  We will contact teachers once the selection process is completed.  You will be contacted to arrange a time for you to speak to the class.
· What to do on the day of your class session – Sign in at the front desk in the main office.  This is for record keeping and security purposes.  We ask that you arrive at least 10 minutes early.  The duration of your time to speak will be prearranged (usually 15-45 minutes).  Class sizes range from 15 to 35 students.  
· What to Talk About

In general, we ask that you talk about one or more of the 4 topics

1. The Importance of Education

2. Character Development

3. Career Education

4. Life Experiences – Specifically, we ask you to talk about your life and the things you’ve experienced that have had a positive impact on your life.  We encourage you to bring visual aides and use group participation and discussion as much as you like. You may want to leave a couple of minutes for questions.

This is a great opportunity to share what you have learned with students who are in the process of making significant decisions about their futures.
