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MOVE TO OLD CENTRAL

The Honors College officially took up residence in Old Central in July of 2009, bringing the
building back to life as an academic building for the first time since 1969. The original
president’s office and the night watchman’s room are preserved as museum exhibits. There are
offices for the Director, Assistant Director, and the three Honors Academic Counselors along
with a conference room, staff work room, and two classrooms. The basement also houses the
honors study lounge and computer lab, and the historic Assembly Hall on the top floor can be
used for combined honors classes and special events. Thanks to the commitment of the Board of
Regents to spend the more than $8 million required to update Old Central to meet current
building code and ADA requirements while at the same time preserving as much as possible of
the historical building, the Honors College now has an ideal permanent home after being housed
for twenty years in the Edmon Low Library.

HONORS COLLEGE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES AMENDMENTS

The Provost approved the following amendments (bold underlined text) to Honors College
policies and procedures that were proposed by the University Honors Council and University
Student Honors Council:
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3-2-2. REVIEW OF RECORDS AND NOTIFICATION OF INELIGIBLE STUDENTS.

At the end of the fall semester, the Director of The Honors College shall review the academic
records of all freshmen and all students granted one-semester appeal eligibility. [See §3-2-3.] In
the case of freshmen who failed to achieve Oklahoma State University and cumulative grade
point averages of at least 3.00, and in the case of students granted one-semester appeal eligibility
who failed to achieve the cumulative grade point average required for continued enrollment in
honors courses, the Director shall notify the students by mail at their leealand permanent
addresses and by e-mail sent to their OSU e-mail addresses in the files of The Honors College
that they are no longer eligible for honors course enrollment and that they will be dropped from
their spring semester honors courses unless truly extraordinary circumstances have contributed to
their failing to maintain the minimum grade point average required at the end of the fall
semester. The Director also shall notify the Registrar to drop these ineligible students from the
class rolls for spring semester honors sections in which they had enrolled unless an electronic
appeal is filed by the second day university offices are open after December-January holidays.

At the end of the spring semester, the Director of The Honors College shall review the academic
records of all students in the files of The Honors College to determine whether they meet the
Oklahoma State University and cumulative grade point average criteria for continuation in the
College. If it is determined that ineligible students have pre-enrolled for honors courses for the
fall semester, the Director shall notify those students by mail at their leecal-and permanent
addresses and by e-mail sent to their OSU e-mail addresses on file with The Honors College
that they are no longer eligible and that they must arrange to drop the honors courses within
fourteen days. If the students fail to make the schedule changes within the time period specified,
the Director shall notify the Registrar to drop the ineligible students from the class rolls of the
honors courses for the fall semester.

7-4. GRADES IN COURSES WITH HONORS CONTRACTS.

[The] _If a student violates the university Academic Integrity Policy on an honors contract

portion of a course in such a manner that would justify a grade of F! in the course if it were

a graded assignment, the student may be awarded a grade of F! in the course as well. In all
other cases, a student’s grade in a course in which an honors contract is undertaken shall not be

affected by the honors contract work but any other violation of the Academic Integrity Policy
on an honors contract not meriting an F! may result in denial of honors contract credit for
the course. A grade of A or B must be earned in the course before any honors credit will be
reflected on the student’s transcript.

HONORS COLLEGE STRATEGIC PLAN CHANGES

In August, 2008, the Provost approved several minor modifications to the strategic plan of The
Honors College that had been recommended by the University Honors Council and University
Student Honors Council in May, 2008. Those modifications are reflected below (beginning on
page 11) among the data dealing with critical success factors in the strategic plan.

HONORS ACADEMIC ADVISING

Again this year, special morning Honors College presentations were made on each summer
enrollment day for entering fall-semester freshmen to provide information about The Honors
College and to respond to questions from students and parents. Two honors students assisted the
Honors College staff in these sessions. In the afternoon new honors students met with one of the
five Honors College personnel for honors advising during these summer clinics.

Students in The Honors College have two advisors, their regular academic advisor and an honors
advisor (the Honors College Director, Assistant Director, or one of three Honors Academic
Counselors). We continue to see a pattern of responses indicating the importance of honors
advising in the questionnaires returned by students graduating with the Honors College Degree.

A questionnaire on the honors advising experience distributed in the 2009 spring semester to
active participants in The Honors College produced the following results (on a four-point scale)
with the numerical response average for each person responsible for honors advising being given
equal weight to reach the composite score reported here:
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Knowledge and explanation of Honors College policies 3.82

Assistance in planning honors class schedule 3.87
Ability to refer to other services on campus (if requested) 3.80
Availability to answer questions 3.88
Cares about you as a person 3.82

Robert Spurrier (Honors College Director), a past president of NCHC,
served as a member of the 2008, 2009, and 2010 National Conference
Planning Committees (co-chair of the “Developing in Honors” workshop for
experienced honors professionals for the 2008 and 2009 conferences and co-
chair of the new “Best Honors Administrative Practices” strand of sessions
for the 2009 and 2010 conferences.
