HR will continue to meet with BCBS to answer questions about coverages. Discussion on success of the program will be measured (e.g. 75% of employees will receive a health screening by end of year.  No changes on the IRS Letter of Ruling.  Questions and discussion concerning Health Savings Account, enrollment ratios, disseminating information to employees.

b. President’s Health Care Task Force Report (Robin Purdie).  Task force is looking at the advantages and disadvantages of becoming self-funded after three-year term with BCBS, and will report back to committee.

i. Health Care (FCBC) (Robin Purdie):  Proposal for wellness programming with BCBS provided and explained to committee (copy attached).  Further recommendations and information will be provided after meeting with BCBS on August 6th.
